Dedicated fo its mission to research, collect and communicate the knowledge of space and space
technologies to the public in a way that sensibly connects and intertwines science, the economy, tourism
and art, the Center (of Space Technologies Herman Potocnik) Noordung in Vitanje is the right place
for this endeavour. Its basic activity is the promotion of space technologies and the manifestation of
human achievements in space. It also promotes international connections to improve the visibility of
Slovenian and international institutions in the field of space activities.
